"Pursuant to the Resolutions passed in the Joint Conference of Chief Ministers and the Chief
Justices held at New Delhi on September 18, 2004 where all the Chief Ministers and Chief Justices were
requested by Honourable the Chief Justices of India to take appropriate steps for speedy disposal of cases
pending in the Courts, and in exercise of the powers conferred by Article 227 of the Constitution, the High

Court of Judicature at Allahabad hereby makes the following rules:—
THE MORNING/EVENING COURT RULES, 2011

Short title and 1. (1) These rules may be called the Morning/Evening Courts Rules, 2011;

commencement

(2) They shall come into force on the date of their publication in the Official
Gazette and shall remain in force up to 31% March or for such further period as may be
extended by the Government in consultation with the High Court, by publishing
notification in the Official Gazette.
Definitions 2. In these rules, unless the context otherwise requires—
(a) “Court” means the District Court and the Court subordinate thereto,

under the control of the High Court and shall include Family Court.

 (b) “Regular Courts” means all the courts working in the judicial

District other than Morning/Evening Courts.

(c) “District” means the Revenue District notified by the State

Government.
(d) “Morning/Evening Court” means the Court as notified under rule 4.
» (e) “Govemmené” means the Government of Uttar Pradesh.
(f) “High Court” means the High Court of Judicature at Allahabad.

(g) “Judicial Officer” means a member of the Uttar Pradesh Judicial
Service, Uttar Pradesh Higher Judicial Service and shall include Presiding
Officer of a Family Court.

(h) “Member of Staff” means any persons or employees working in the
Courts.

(i) “Norms” means the norms for disposal prescribed by the High

Court, for the Subordinate Courts from time to time.
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3. The Jurisdiction of Morning/Evening Courts shall be in respect of
following categories of cases;— '

(i) Cases pertaining to Traffic Challan under Motor Vehicles Act, 1988;
(i1) Cases pertaining to respective shops and Establishment Act;

"(ii1) Cases pertaining to offences under the Indian Penal Code and any other
Act or rules where the punishment prescribed in non-custodial;

(iv) Cheques bouncing cases under section 138 of the Negotiable Instruments
Act, 1881;

(v) Petitions for maintenance under section 125 of the Code of Crlmmal
Procedure, 1973;

(vi) Petty Offences such as;

(a) Cases Compoundable under section 320 of the code of Criminal
Procedure, 1973 mentioned in Table-I and II excluding offences under sctions
324,325, 335, 344, 357 379, 381, 406, 407 408, 411,414,418, 419, 420, 429,
430, 451 and 494 of Indian Penal Code;

(b) Cases under section 160, 279, 294 and 336 of the Indian Penal
Code; and «

(c) All offences under any Act which are punishable up to two years of
imprisonment; .
(vii) Complaint cases for recording evidence under section 200 and 202

of the code of Criminal Procedure and up to the State of 203 and 204 of the
Code of Criminal Procedure, 1973.

(viii) Applications under section 156 (3) Criminal Procedure Code,
1973.

(ix) Disposal of final reports including protest petitions preferred by the
first informant.
(x) Any Other cases which may be transferred to the morning/evening

Courts with the consent of the parties;

(xi) Such other class of matters that the High Court/Chief Justice may
notify form time to time.

Explanation: For removal of doubts it is hereby clarified that—

1. The Jurisdiction of the Regular Courts to deal with the above
categories of cases is not excluded.

2. The Rules in force as applicable to the Regular Courts shall also be
applicable to the Morning/Evening Courts.

4. The High Court may notify the Courts to be the Morning/Evening Courts
under these rules. The Morning/Evening Courts shall exercxse jurisdiction on any of
the matter notified by the High Court Rules, 2011.

5. Notwithststanding anything contained in the General Rules (Civil) and/or
the General Rules (Criminal), the daily sitting of Morning/Evening Courts for judicial
work shall be 4.30 p.m. 6.30 p.m. on all working days. The time of daily sitting can be
changed by the District Judge with the approval of the High Court.

Provided that the District Judge after consultation with the High@ourt may
provide morning Courts instead of evening Courts. However, in such event the two
hours working of morning courts must be continuous before the commencement of

regular Courts.

6. The norms for disposal of cases assigned to the Morning/Evening Courts
shall be 25% of the Norms referred in rule 2 (9) of theses rules or fixed by the High
Court from time to time,

7. The Judicial Officers and the members of the staff working in the Morning/

Evening Courts shall receive 25% of their basic pay, as honorarium without the
merged Dearness Allowance or any other allowances, perks or perquisites whatsoever.

8. Subject to the overall control of the High Court, the District & Sessions
Judge shall supervise and monitor the functioning of the Morning/Evening courts.

9. Subject to thejprovisions contained in the U.P. Judicial Service Rules,
2001, U.P. Higher Judicial Service Rules, 1975 and Recruitment Rules of Class III and
IV service in Subordinate Courts and such other rules as applicable to the Lower
Judiciary and its Class III and IV services, all others service conditions of the Judicial

_ Officers, other officers and the members of the staff working in the Morning/Evening

Courts shall be governed by these rules.
